  Workplace Health and Safety, Maintenance and Improvements: 

 

RECENT ACTIVITIES – replaced door lock mechanism on OHSC sliding door, safety incident investigation/report in school/church carpark.  
 
CURRENT TASKS NEEDING TO BE DONE – removal of mould and sanding and painting of presbytery window sills (scheduled for 2024), 
doors and door frames, repairs to corroded church/school gutters (repairs scheduled for Sept school holidays), repair/replace damaged fence 
panel in church carpark (on hold), painting of presbytery gutters and eaves (on hold), polishing vinyl flooring in church, implement repairs to 
stop water leaks (wall in priest sacristy, ceiling above reconciliation facility, gutter outside toilets), replace rotted timber on archway leading into 
church verandah, clean second half of OSHC verandah wall and paint.  
 
POSSIBLE FUTURE PROJECTS DEPENDING ON AVAILABILITY OF FUNDING – replace rotted-out fence posts (presbytery yard fence 
along side school oval), plaster repairs to ceilings in presbytery.
