Ransom for Many    
 

Jesus got the disciples together to settle things down. “Whoever wants to 

be great must become a servant. Whoever wants to be first among you 

must be your slave. That is what the Son of Man has done: He came to 

serve, not to be served – and then to give away his life in exchange for 

many who are held hostage.” 

(Mark 10: 43 -  45) 

  

While Jesus is talking about becoming ransom, his followers are looking 

for glory. No wonder Jesus groans that they don’t know what they’re 

talking about. Of the four gospel writers, Mark is most likely to draw the 

disciples as out-and-out dumbbells. Since it’s the first of the gospels to be 

written down, Mark’s depiction is likely closer to the truth than the other 

evangelists cared to be. 

  

Alas, these dumbbells are closer to revealing our natural inclinations than 

we care to admit. We step up to drink the cup of Christ in our Eucharist 

without much fuss, but when it comes time to share his passion in even 

the smallest sense, we don’t respond to roll call. We’re willing to take part 

in the rituals of religion, but we’re nowhere to be found when it’s time to be 

ransom. Servant-hood has little appeal. Still we’re prepared to join in the 

finger-pointing at James and John seeking credit. We, at least, cover our 

aspirations a little better than they do.
