GOSPEL REFLECTION
Something So Great — (Matthew 28: 16 - 20 )

Jesus said to the disciples, “Go out and train everyone you meet, far and near, in this
way of life, marking them by baptism in the threefold name: Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.
Then instruct them in the practice of all | commanded you. I'll be with you as you do this,

day after day after day, right up to the end of the age.” (Matthew 28: 19 - 20)

What could be greater than being a disciple of Jesus as he toured around Galilee two
thousand years ago, teaching and healing? Perhaps the answer is: being a disciple
today, post resurrection and ascension, with the gift of the Spirit dwelling in us. The Holy
Spirit makes the difference between the uncomprehending band that followed Jesus
from place to place, seeing but not believing, and the vital life of faith that bloomed in the
early church directly after Pentecost. Happy are they who have not seen, and have be-
lieved! Remember, that's us.

And we remember as well that Jesus isn’t going anywhere. Until the end of time, the
wisdom and power and true presence of Jesus is with us. Just as the magnificence of
God is revealed in creation, the presence of Jesus remains in Word and sacrament. The
indwelling Spirit puts that power to work in our lives, so that all this faith business
doesn’t remain spiritual mumbo-jumbo. Mother Teresa and two Popes can'’t possibly be
the only saints of this generation. God, Jesus, and the Spirit invite us, today and every
day, to a discipleship every bit as exciting as theirs.

ABOUT THE SACRAMENTS

m B It's easy to forget the extremely close link between what we read

about Jesus in the bible and the sacraments. When Jesus walked on the earth, people could be in his presence, they
could feel his nearness, see him, hear him, touch him and be touched by him. They could experience him through all
their senses. It's a little different now! Jesus died and rose to life again in a new way, but those of us who live today
don’t miss out on encountering Jesus because we have the sacraments. What we read about in the Bible; Jesus
feeding people, blessing them, healing them, forgiving people, talking to them and teaching them, we experience
today through the rich signs and symbols of the sacraments. The sacraments are special moments in a life-long
relationship we share with God and the Church community through which Jesus personally blesses us, feeds us,
heals us, forgives us, talks to us and strengthens us. The Catholic Church celebrates seven sacraments altogether:
the Sacraments of Initiation — Baptism, Confirmation and Eucharist; the Sacraments of Healing — Penance/
Reconciliation and Anointing of the Sick; and the Sacraments at the Service of Communion [at the service of others] -
Matrimony and Holy Orders. At this time in their life, the sacraments that are most important for your child are the
Sacraments of Initiation. At Baptism, a person receives the Holy Spirit. Through the Holy Spirit, they became a child of
God and a member of the Church. Through the Sacrament of Confirmation, a person is strengthened by the Holy
Spirit so that they can take their place in the mission of the Church and do the work of God in the world. Through the
Sacrament of Eucharist, a person will be fed and sustained by receiving Jesus himself in the bread and wine. Each
time they receive the Eucharist, they will be united with the whole Church as we encounter the mystery of God’s great
love each time we celebrate the Mass together.
