 GOSPEL REFLECTION 

Holy Things for Holy People — (Mark 14: 12 - 16, 22 - 26 ) 
  

In the course of their meal, having taken and blessed the bread, he broke it and gave it 
to them. Then he said, “Take, this is my body.” Taking the cup, he gave it to them, 

thanking God, and they all drank from it. He said, “This is my blood, God’s new cove-
nant, poured out for many people. I’ll not be drinking wine again until the new day when I 

drink it in the kingdom of God.” (Mark 14: 22 - 25) 
 A friend was confined to a nursing home by a serious stroke. After twenty-five years of 
being a daily communicant, he spent long weeks without being able to participate in the 
Mass. Though it seemed to many that he had worse things to worry about, this was the 
source of his greatest unhappiness. So finally his friends smuggled in a priest to cele-

brate Mass around his bed. 
 All went well until we reached the time for communion. When the priest offered my sick 
friend the cup, he looked up apprehensively from his bed. The doctor had warned him 

not to drink any liquid that was not artificially thickened, or he could choke to death. 
Though the situation wasn’t exactly covered by canon law, without deliberation the priest 

added some of the powered thickening agent to the chalice. Together, we drank from 
the common cup, the precious Blood now considerably thicker than water. 

The feast we celebrate this week isn’t just about the bread and wine we share in Eucha-
rist, but the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ we are to one another. We share one 

cup, one life, one suffering, and one victory. No Eucharist I’ve ever shared was more foul 
to drink or more a sign of our radical unity in Christ, than that thickened cup in the nurs-

ing home. It helped us all to see our wonderful sacrament more clearly.

ABOUT THE SACRAMENTS 

Through the Sacrament of the Eucharist, we are brought into full 

communion with the Catholic Church. So, as a Sacrament of Initiation, it's important to take some time to reflect on the 

community of faith your child is being initiated into.  

Being initiated into the Catholic Church means to answer the invitation to be in relationship with God and with God's 

people that has been passed down to us from the time of Jesus. In other words, the sacraments are never exclusively 

just about us and God. The sacraments connect us with every other person who has been baptised into the Catholic 

faith so that we become part of the Church and its mission.  

This means that every time we come together to celebrate Eucharist, we are like a big family gathered across time 

and space who enter into the Pascal mystery, that is, the mystery of Jesus' passion, death and resurrection. 

Remember, the angels, the saints and loved ones who have gone before us gather with us too!  

Family Prayer Idea Help your child set up a prayer space in your home. All you really need is a cloth, a candle (your 

child's baptismal candle if you have it) and a cross to start with, but your child could put other things in there that help 

them make their prayer space special. You could also place a picture of the patron saint of your parish or community 

in the space and ask that saint to pray for your child and your family during this time. You could also say 'thank you' 

prayers to God for each person who has shared their faith with you throughout your life.
