Longing and Belonging  
 

There are all kinds of ways to divide up the people of the world. We 

can divide them in half by gender or into a handful of races and  

colours. Or we can divide them into countries, ethnic groups, or  

languages. We can divide them by class, sexual orientation, political 

party, or aesthetic sensibility if we prefer. We can slice up the world 

according to economics: rich and poor works well in most places. 

There are the happy and the unhappy; this generation or that; saints or 

sinners. Or we can just use the simple compartments “us” and “them,” 

and add whoever we want to each box. 
  

We can, and do, divide the world’s people into lots of little categories, 

each of which contains an implicit judgment on who they are. Jesus 

represents the opposite impulse. He doesn’t dismiss children as irrele-

vant. He doesn’t champion a man’s rights over a woman’s in marriage. 

He doesn’t put religious people in one corner, and sinners in another. 

Jesus presents love as the binding force which holds everyone togeth-

er, rich and poor, men and women, slave and free. Can we change our 

way of thinking, from dividing to uniting?
