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WE ARE INVITED TO LIVE TEACHINGS OF CHRIST

On this Sixth Sunday of Easter, the Word of God invites us into the heart of
Christian living: love that is alive, active, and faithful. In today’s Gospel (John
14:23–29), Jesus reminds us, “Whoever loves me will keep my word.” Love,
then, is not just a feeling or a momentary emotion. it is a commitment to live
according to Christ’s teachings each day.

As we approach to the end of Easter season, Jesus also gives us a beautiful
promise: we are not alone. He speaks of the Holy Spirit, the Advocate, who
will teach us, guide us, and remind us of all that He has said. In moments of
confusion, fear, or uncertainty, we can trust that God’s Spirit is at work within
us, gently leading us forward truth and peace.

“Peace, I leave with you; my peace I give to you.” This peace is not like the
world’s peace, which is often temporary and dependent on circumstances.
The peace of Christ is deep and lasting. It is rooted in trust in God, even
during trials. As disciples, we are called to be bearers of this peace in our
families, workplaces, and communities. The Easter Liturgy not only makes us
feel the intense saving initiative of our loving God, but also the deep
demands expected of us as ‘resurrection people’ and the inner strength we
need to live up to it:

The first reading from the Acts of the Apostles, shows the early Church
discerning together, guided by the Holy Spirit, reminding us of the
importance of unity and listening in our own faith journeys. When we stay
close to God and one another, we grow stronger in faith and love.

As we reflect on God’s love this weekend, we also celebrate Mother’s Day.
We give thanks for the gift of mothers - those who have nurtured, guided,
and loved us with generosity and sacrifice. Their lives reflect God’s tender
and faithful love. We wish all mothers, all mother figures in our life, a very
happy and blessed Mother’s Day. May God continue to fill your hearts with
peace, joy, and strength.
