LENT - A TIME CHANGE OUR WAY OF LIFE

In our Lenten journey 2026 we are on third Sunday of Lent, which
invites us into a beautiful and deeply personal encounter with Jesus
Christ, who meets the Samaritan woman at the well in the Gospel of
John. Tired and thirsty from His journey, Jesus asks her for a drink.
What begins as a simple request becomes a life-changing
conversation.

The woman comes to the well carrying more than an empty jar; she
carries her past, her disappointments, and her hidden thirst for
acceptance and meaning. Jesus gently reveals that her deepest
longing is not for ordinary water, but for “living water” - the grace and
new life that only He can give. This living water becomes a spring
within, welling up to eternal life.

In the first reading from the Book of Exodus (17:3-7), the Israelites
complain of thirst in the desert. Yet even in their doubt, God provides
water from the rock. Both readings remind us that God remains
faithful, even when we feel spiritually dry, weary, or questioning.

Lent is our journey through the desert. At times we may recognise
ourselves in the Samaritan woman - searching, uncertain, perhaps
burdened. Yet Jesus waits for us at the well. He does not condemn;
He listens. He does not turn away; He offers living water.

As a parish community, we are invited this week to pause and ask:
What am | truly thirsty for? Where do | seek fulfilment? And am |
allowing Christ to satisfy the deeper thirst of my heart?

May the Eucharist we celebrate each time be us - well of grace.
During this Season of lent then, let us come to the well and meet
Jesus there. He will give us living water, which is water that does not
run out because it grows from within, and it quenches our deepest
thirst - the thirst for God.
